e Testify - Encourage members (adults and youth) to share stories of how
they practice generosity (not just financial) within your congregation on
Sunday mornings.

e Practice - Compelling and challenging worship, active small groups, service
and mission opportunities are all components of a vital congregation where
lives are being changed. When people understand that they are investing in a

bold and effective mission that changes people’s lives for the better, they will
be more likely to be generous with their resources.
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
